= SUBMIT YOUR ID CARD APPLICATION

Your ID card identifies you as a member of the Lehigh
community and grants you access to your residence
hall, academic buildings, and athletic events.

m STUDENT HEALTH INFORMATION

enroll in or waive Lehigh’s student health insurance
plan & upload a picture of your health insurance card.

LINC is a “virtual campus center” and the primary
location for the Lehigh community to learn about
student involvement opportunities. You can search
clubs and organizations, print your involvement
transcript, and find campus events, so create your
account now.

the information by June 7.

m Preference the themed residential options that you
prefer. If you do not select any, or if there are no
more spaces available, you will automatically be
placed into housing.

m Preference a single room if you wish to live by your-
self. Single rooms are not guaranteed as they are
limited in number.

m Preference the gender configuration(s) where you
would be comfortable living (all gender, co-ed by
floor/wing, or co-ed by building).

STEP 3: Use My College Roomie to complete your room-
mate matching profile, interact with other students, and
connect with your roommate. My College Roomie will send
you an invitation to join on June 11th.

Themed Communities

CHOICE

A community for students who choose

to live a healthy and substance-free life-

style in a fun and engaging environment.
Through various activities and interac-

tions, members foster an environment that
promotes well-being and personal growth while
enjoying a social atmosphere.

Creative Arts

A community for students who are

passionate about the arts, including

visual arts, music, theater, and writing.
Members of these communities have

the opportunity to collaborate on creative
projects, attend performances, and showcase
their work.

First Gen

A community which provides additional
resources and support to those students

who identify as first generation college
students. Through purposefully tailored
programs and events, First Gen residents
begin creating connections that will allow them
to excel during their time at Lehigh.

Global Lehigh

A community of domestic and international

students interested in exploring cultural

learning, and who want to enhance their

understanding of cultures different from

their own through events, meals, guest

speakers, film, and more. Students will connect with Lehigh
resources such as the Office of International Students and
Scholars, Study Abroad, and the lacocca Institute.

Sylvia Rivera Community

Grounded in the spirit of Sylvia Rivera,

who dedicated her life to supporting

queer and trans liberation, this commu-

nity seeks to further connect residents

to the LGBTQIA+ community at Lehigh and

within the greater Lehigh Valley area. This community will
learn from and celebrate the history and culture, as well as
explore the future of the queer liberation movement that
Sylvia dedicated her life to support.
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STEM

A community for students who want to

immerse themselves in the fields of

science, technology, engineering, and

mathematics outside of their classroom

academic experience in order to further

develop the skills necessary to become leaders

in the field. Members can collaborate on projects,
attend events, and explore career opportunities in STEM
fields. The STEM community is supported by faculty and
peer-to-peer mentorship.

UMOJA

UMOJA, which means “unity” in Swahili,

is a space that allows residents to

develop a sense of community through

a shared exploration of diversity and

multiculturalism. The UMOJA House serves

as an inclusive center for mentorship and support
on-campus and has been a centerpiece of the residential
community at Lehigh for over thirty years. This is a commu-
nity where upper and first-year students live together.

The Bakery

Join this *brand new* community

created for student innovators who are

interested in developing their entrepre-

neurial mindset by living with like-minded

individuals at Lehigh, regardless of their

academic focus. The Baker Institute staff and student
peer mentors will help you navigate the landscape of
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opportunities as soon as you arrive on campus and deliver
exclusive experiences specifically designed for residents of
this community. This is a community where upper and first-
year students live together.

Inter-College

A community of students in Inter-College

(IC) programs who are keen to deepen

their understanding of interdisciplinary
education and research through social

and intellectual engagement with other IC
students. This is a community where upper and
first-year students live together.

Room Details

Room rates are the same for each building. Most resi-
dence hall rooms are doubles, but there are also a limited
number of singles and triples. Each room has a bed with a
mattress, desk with chair, dresser or built-in drawers and a
closet or wardrobe. All rooms are equipped with an active
cable jack. Wireless Internet access is available throughout
all residence halls in both bedrooms and common areas.
Within the residence halls, common areas include lounges,
kitchens, study rooms, laundry rooms and game rooms.
Vending machines are also located in each residence hall.



Housing and Roommate Selection

Lehigh assigns rooms based on desired housing and
programmatic preferences. A random process will be
utilized to determine your housing assignment along
with others who have made similar selections.

You will use My College Roomie to complete your room-
mate matching profile, interact with other students, and
connect with your roommate. All matches must be com-
pleted by June 23. If you have not matched with a room-
mate, during the housing assignment process, you will
be matched with a roommate using the information you
provide on My College Roomie. If you request a student
and he or she requests you, you will automatically be
placed together whenever possible.

All first-year students are required to live on campus, but
you may petition Housing Services for exemption for the
following reasons:

m You are 22 years of age or older.

m You reside with a parent or legal guardian

within a 30-mile radius of Lehigh University.
® You are married.
m One or more dependents live with you.

If you qualify and would like to petition, go to go.lehigh.
edu/exemption and submit your petition by June 7.

Live-In Staff

Gryphons

At Lehigh, Resident Assistants/Advisors are called
“Gryphons,” after the mythical beast that guarded the gold
of ancient Scythia. The tradition of Gryphons at Lehigh
dates back to 1957, originally to help first-year students
integrate into the academic rigors of the University. These
keepers of the gold are known on-campus as The Gryphon
Society. Gryphons are upper-class students who live in your
community with you and are available to assist you in your
own transition to Lehigh. They can answer questions, help
connect you to campus resources, facilitate programming
that helps you build connections with your fellow Mountain
Hawks, or provide support and guidance. In addition,
Gryphons have the responsibility of ensuring community
members are acting safely and responsibly by enforcing
community expectations and University policy.

Our Professional Staff Team

There are also professional staff members of our
Residence Life team who live on-campus in support of the
Gryphons and the residential community. Our Assistant
Directors and Graduate Assistant oversee all of our residen-
tial spaces and supervise the Gryphon staff. They work with
the Gryphons to cultivate a positive and inclusive residential
environment for all our students to learn and grow, and hold
community members accountable when needed. They also
call Lehigh University their home and are available to you
for additional guidance and support. There is also a profes-
sional staff member who is on-duty in case of emergency.
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Lehigh Dining Services

Lehigh Dining offers the most extensive dining portfolio in
the Lehigh Valley. Our team is committed to providing the
Lehigh community with an extraordinary dining experience
at our two custom-designed student restaurants, eight
retail locations, three food trucks and a first-of-its-kind
24/7 self-serve micromart.

Meal Plans

First-year students can choose from any of the following
meal plans. All meal plans available to first-year
students include five guest meal swipes per semester.

Dining Dollars

Dining Dollars work as a separate debit account that you
access through your Lehigh ID and can use to buy items
or meals at any Lehigh Dining Services location. The
amount of Dining Dollars deposited into your account
roll over from fall to spring semester. Any unused

funds in your account at the end of spring semester are
forfeited. You may add Dining Dollars to your account by
calling (610) 758-6179 or through the self service page
at go.lehigh.edu/housing.

First, you will check-in
for Orientation at lacocca Hall on the Mountaintop Campus
and receive your Orientation materials, group information,
and directions to your residence hall. You must keep all

of these materials with you throughout Orientation. Each
residence hall will have specific directions to take you down
the mountain to unload your belongings. You then must
check in for Orientation first at lacocca in order to receive
your room keys at the entrance of your residence hall.
Specific directions to lacocca Hall are on the OFYE website
and will be emailed to you later this summer. Go light on
the packing. It's easier to add things to your room after

you are settled than to have a tower of belongings

stacked next to your bed!

Orientation

After Family Orientation ends around 5:30pm you can tell
your parents and family they are welcome to leave campus
and head for home! Your schedule is so packed during
Orientation that you won’t have time to hang out with them
once you get started.

Summer Webinar Series

The summer webinar series will occur throughout the
summer starting in late May. It will be a virtual series

to introduce families to a variety of campus resources,
provide support on discussions that may be helpful before
students’ arrival, and to introduce campus partners and
administrators who will be instrumental in a student’s
transition and success.

Being a Lehigh student means you are involved, engaged,
and active in your learning experiences. In this fall semester
program, you will set goals, develop an action plan, and take
the crucial first steps along your pathway to success.

You set the course and direct where you are headed, and
these individuals will collaborate with you by asking good
questions and aiding you in finding the resources that will
lead you to success.

Program Requirements

m Meet individually with faculty/staff collaborators
at least twice. Check-in, set goals, and reflect on
your experiences and path at Lehigh. These meet-
ings will encourage thoughtful reflection on the
bLUeprint 5 Foundations and learning from first-
year programming.

m Meet with your Orientation Leader and group at
least once. Connect with your peers to talk about
the campus experience and how it’s really going
now that you've been here for a few weeks.

m Attend 5x10 programming. Choose 5 programs
from a calendar of events that interest you and
will enhance your success.

The 5x10

To help begin your journey of curiosity and exploration,

we created the 5x10 programming series. We expect all
first-year students to attend five programs—one for each of
the Five Foundations—in the first ten weeks of the semes-
ter. During the first ten weeks of college, you will begin to
develop new routines, create new social connections and
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begin to establish your place at Lehigh. The 5x10 program-
ming series is a way to expose you to the multitude of
opportunities that exist at Lehigh, and encourage you to
reflect on those opportunities so you can maximize your
experiences.

How to Register

NavigateLU exists to aid you in your success and is a man-
datory program for all first-year students. However, we
want you to have the agency to find programs, staff, faculty,
and administrators who might best support you. All of our
collaborators will share information about themselves that
you can review over the summer. In August, you will be
given access to a registration page where you can choose an
individual who might best serve as a connection and guide
for you. After signing up, you will receive email notification
from your collaborator to sign up for meeting times.

Creating your bLUeprint

At the end of this experience, our hope is that you've
learned more about who you are and drafted the start of
your bLUeprint—reflecting on and incorporating all that
you've learned and how you’ve grown as an individual!



Whether you went to camp every summer of your child-
hood or have never been to summer camp before in your
life, Camp Hawk is for you! Camp Hawk is Lehigh’s version
of camp for first year students AFTER classes have already
started. It's the perfect opportunity for you to continue
making new connections while you indulge your inner
camper with classic camp games—like Gaga and the
famous IronHawk Competition—and s’mores!

Transitioning to college can be surprisingly hard! Camp
Hawk is a great place to talk about the transition, what
your Lehigh experience has been like, and explore what
it can be.

This two-night retreat experience takes place in the Pocono
Mountains and is part of a larger off-campus experience
called the Great Pocono Escape, which includes student
leaders from various campus organizations. In addition

to your fellow Camp Hawkers, you will have the chance to
meet and interact with many upper-class student leaders.
Over 200 students will depart Lehigh for the mountains to
build connections and enhance their leadership skills.

We leave campus on Friday after classes end and return
to Lehigh on Sunday around lunchtime. Students stay in
cabins (and yes, there is hot water!) with other Camp Hawk
participants and the Camp Hawk Counselors (CHCs).
The Camp Hawk staff consist of 6 upper-class leaders
who will guide you through
the weekend games and
activities. We will bring
the snacks if you bring
your moves to the late
night lipsync.

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COURSE REGISTRATION

Scheduling your classes is one of the most exciting aspects
of being a college student! You will be able to register

for classes online beginning in mid-July. Throughout the
month of June, important updates and information regard-
ing the registration process will be posted on your student
portal and will also be sent to your Lehigh University email
address. All official correspondence is sent via email utiliz-
ing your Lehigh University issued email address. Students
are expected to check their University email regularly.

Advising

By the middle of June, a Lehigh staff member in your advis-
ing unit will reach out to you via your Lehigh email address.
They will remind you of resources available to you and offer
to assist you as you explore and decide which courses you
should register for. There will be virtual advising sessions
and webinars available during June. Check your Lehigh
email address and the portal for specific details. Colleges
and programs may approach advising differently over the
summer, but there is always someone to help.

Preparing for Registration

To prepare for the process, check out the university catalog
(catalog.lehigh.edu), your college channel on the portal, and
the First-Year Student Enroliment website available May 24,
(fysenroll.lehigh.edu) for information and helpful links!

AP Scores

Don't forget to send your AP scores! Your scores are
needed in advance to help you register for the appropriate
level of a course once registration is available. AP scores
will not have a negative impact on your student record

in any way, so please don’t hesitate to send everything.
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This is the best way to ensure that you receive all of the
credit you deserve. You will be able to see which scores
you requested to be sent to us by logging into your College
Board account (collegeboard.org), and which scores we
received by viewing your academic transcript through
Banner. Scores are not released prior to July 1, and we
anticipate having credit on student records within a week.
More information on your AP scores will be provided as we
get closer to starting the registration process.

What To Do When...

m Deciding which courses to take? Review your
course packet, check the portal and your email for
additional information, see the first-year enroll-
ment website for sample schedules, and contact
your academic unit.

m Have questions about utilizing the registration
system? Review the First-Year Enroliment website
for videos on how to utilize the registration system
and contact the Office of the Registrar.

m Having trouble during the registration period? Use
the Live Chat on the First-Year Student Enroliment
website to talk with someone in the moment.

Schedule Changes

Still feeling nervous even after you've registered? Don’t
worry! You will have the opportunity to meet with a college
representative on Friday, August 23 during Orientation for
any last minute questions and course changes. Students
can continue making schedule changes through the first
week of the semester, so there’s plenty of time to ensure
that you have an appropriate course schedule.
